	I. Approval of  June minutes

II. Communications
A. Information about webcasts for officers provided by STTI was presented by M. Johnson as a great opportunity for all officers to participate and learn more about the organization. She will forward an e-mail with all of the webcasts dates, times, and topics to all officers.
B. Karen Arrant noted that she cannot login as an officer. M. Johnson will contact STTI about this issue. M. Johnson also asked all officers to attempt to login as an officer on Sigma’s main website and notify her if there is a problem. New officers, who have not done so already, are requested by M. Johnson to verify their ability to log into the STTI Officer Only section, and they are to report back at the September meeting.

A.  Treasurer report
1.  Balances:  AG Edwards: $9,452.46
                  OIB: $993.50
2. Expenses $195; outstanding expenses include Biennial Convention registration fees and airfare. 
3. It was brought to the attention of the officers, former Treasurer, Connie Lewis and current Treasurer K. Arrant that the AG Edwards account is costing Lambda Mu more in fees to keep in the bank than it is earning. Therefore, Connie Lewis closed the account, thus withdrawing the funds in the form of a check from AG Edwards. Connie Lewis gave the check for the balance, as stated above, to Karen Arrant, who held it until the August Officers Meeting.  
4. In addition, OIB where the checking account is located charges a $10/month fee. K. Arrant has attempted to discuss this charge and the possibility of changing to another account that has no fee, but OIB has not returned her calls.
5. The motion was made by M. Johnson to change the checking account for Lambda Mu from OIB to Richland State Bank, where there is no fee for a business checking account. This motion was approved by all officers present.
6. Another motion was made by M. Johnson to open a savings account at Richland State Bank with the AG Edwards money until further decided how to invest the money. This motion was approved by all members present.
7. M. Johnson explained the Richland State Bank checking account will require two signatures to open and made a motion that M. Johnson & K. Arrant be those two signatures. This motion was approved by all members present.
8. M. Johnson and K. Arrant will present the above information to the bank in the form of the August meeting minutes and complete this process within the next 7 days.
