D.  Faculty Counselor’s Report – M. Johnson reported that officers met last Thursday and Faculty Counselor’s are on schedule for induction candidates. Student names have been submitted to the Director of ULM’s School of Nursing for final review.
III. Old Business
A. M. Johnson updated membership on Lambda MU’s media release. The article and photo of M. Johnson & K. Arrant was posted on the ULM website in January under “ULM News”. 
B. No date has been set yet for fall joint ULM School of Nursing’s 50th anniversary & Lambda Mu’s 20th anniversary. The C. E. committee for ULM’s School of Nursing,    J. Corder, & M. Johnson will have a planning session this spring.
C. Beta Chi Research Day will be on March 5, 2010 in Shreveport. Call for Abstracts was extended several weeks. K. Stuckey, Vice President of Lambda Mu, will give the official welcome at Research Day in place of M. Johnson. All members are encouraged to attend.
IV. New Business
A. By Laws: M. Johnson discussed the necessity to vote on some changes to the current bylaws. Officers met to discuss two necessary changes. 
1. Motion was made by M. Johnson to change the current bylaws to state that the outgoing president of Lambda Mu Chapter will serve as the Governance Chair for a 2 year term. This motion was passed unanimously by all members present.
2. M. Johnson presented the change of the bylaws to state Lambda Mu Chapter will follow ULM’s travel guidelines for anyone traveling for Lambda Mu. J. Burgess & E. Doughty stated that ULM recently changed the travel guidelines and suggested that the officers review the guidelines before voting on this change. M. Johnson stated this change will be deferred until the new guidelines can be reviewed by all officers.
B. Deadline for adjustment to chapter membership fees is March 1, 2010. M. Johnson will submit the new chapter membership fees online at STTI’s website in February. Based on the membership’s vote during the October 2009 meeting, future renewal fees will be $115.00 annually. Increased cost begins July 1, 2010. T. C. N. Moss, Leadership Succession chair, will set a date in February to meet with her committee, including J. Burgess. A written slate from Faculty Counselors and Leadership Success Chair will be presented at the March business meeting.
