	I. Approval of March & May minutes with changes given to Stacy Webb.

II. Communications
A. Connie noted that there are electronic database transition changes occurring this month at STTI.
B. No other communications have been sent from International to the officers since last meeting.

III. Officer Reports
A.  Treasurer report
1.  Balances:  AG Edwards $9,454.00
2. OIB: $1,661.00
3. Expenses $702; no outstanding expenses
4. $10 fee monthly from OIB. Jan Corder has checked with Regions Bank and OIB about eliminating monthly charge, but was told that because Lambda Mu is an organization; therefore, they must charge monthly.

IV. Old Business
A. Log in new chapter officers – Stacy Webb e-mailed International office to update officer list. This has been completed and all officers should have access online to the Officers Only Link. New officers are asked to notify Stacy if there are any problems with online access. 
B. Meme Johnson encouraged all new officers to access officer position responsibilities online and review.
C. Membership eligibility
1.  Will continue to not induct students who have failed a course for academic reasons. Faculty Counselors will explain to any nursing student who has questions who meets the GPA requirements, but has failed a course to explain why they will not be inducted into Sigma Theta Tau. 
2.  Jan Corder reminded officers that Lambda Mu uses the University’s policy to decide whether the failure was due to a non-academic issue. The Faculty Counselors discuss each individual student’s failure with the Director of Nursing at ULM before deciding the final inductee list and presenting list to members at the Annual Meeting.
3.  Jan Corder met with Dr. Gibson to review our policy about not inducting students who have failed a course. Dr. Gibson has a copy of the policy and an e-mail from the Regional Director.  
4. Faculty Endorsements for inductees was discussed by all officers. All decided this should not be a requirement. The Governance Committee meeting is where the faculty can discuss concerns about individual inductees, which is considered faculty endorsement. All Sigma members are invited to this Governance Committee meeting which discusses inductees.
5. Other university nursing students: Reviewed the bylaws. Jan Corder suggested Lambda Mu discuss with Grambling State University Director of Nursing of past interest by students to become members of Sigma Theta Tau, including eligibility criteria. The student is required to contact an officer of Lambda Mu, his/her Director of Nursing, or International to discuss induction options for Sigma Theta Tau. It was stressed that this must be done in a timely manner to be considered for induction. The Faculty Counselors are to be contacted immediately with the student’s name. At that time the Faculty Counselor will contact Grambling’s Director of Nursing to discuss the student’s eligibility criteria.  Meme Johnson will extend an invitation in the Fall, 2009 to the Director of Nursing to meet with Governance Committee and herself to consider the possibilities discussed above.
