III. Old Business
A. Renewal Fees: M. Johnson submitted the Biennial online request for Lambda Mu 
chapter to increase local chapter fees from $25.00 to $50.00, as approved by the membership during the October, 2009 meeting. This adjustment was denied by National Headquarters. M. Johnson phoned National Headquarters several times and finally reached the contact person to clarify why the request was denied. The answer was “dues may not be increased greater than the Consumer Price Index (CPI).” M. Johnson requested national calculate our maximum CPI dues increase. Lambda Mu chapter will be allowed to submit a request to raise regular local dues from $25.00 to $41.00. So, beginning July 1, 2010, annual dues will be $65.00 for International plus $41.00 for local, totally $106.00. National will mail the statements for July 1, 2010 during May 2010. In May, 2010 Tracey Linson will send out a reminder e-mail to members of the upcoming dues change.
B. The effects of decreased projected revenue due to smaller dues increase is that annual deficits will continue, due to sustained spending. M. Johnson addressed financial concerns and recommended the following actions:
1. Existing and future officers plan to make decisions on Lambda Mu expenses in order to minimize costs without cutting benefits to chapter events.
2. Re-evaluate all social event costs (i. e. rental of Alumni Center for Honors Tea or food cost – which cost approximately $500 for 35 students who attend)
3. Possibly sending one, instead of two members to Leadership Conference (as mandated by national Headquarters for our Lambda Mu Chapter to maintain good standing). 
4. Compare mileage reimbursement versus plan ticket to Dallas for Leadership Conference. L. Reid emphasized that this years Leadership Conference is in Dallas, TX which would not be as costly as usual due to the ability to drive instead of flying. She stressed that the conference is inspiring for anyone who attends.
C. Beta Chi Research Day was held on Friday, March 5, 2010 in Shreveport. Lambda Mu co-sponsored this event at a cost of $500.00. The Vice President, K. Stuckey, gave the Welcome speech representing our chapter. Several Lambda Mu members attended. J. Burson reported that the opening speaker was excellent. M. Johnson reminded everyone that abstracts for this event are due in January of each year.
D. M. Johnson and K. Arrant will complete delegate duties in the first online electronic House of Delegates voting March 15, 2010 thru April 15, 2010.
E. Nancy Moss is serving as Spring Induction Chairman. Committee members include: Meme Johnson, Kathy Davenport, Sally Brooks, Linda Reid, Kim Stuckey, and Judy Hughes.  The price for the corsages for incoming officers will be investigated and the least expensive chosen. L. Reid will house all the induction items until the Nursing Building is completed and items will then be stored in the designated Sigma office.
F. An official 20th Anniversary Certificate from national was received by M. Johnson. An information form was included to be submitted by M. Johnson to National of the plans Lambda Mu has for celebration.
G. Connie Lewis is chairman of the 20th Anniversary Celebration Committee and M. Johnson is a committee members. The plan is to purchase a banner to hang in the Library at ULM. In addition, Fall of 2010 Lambda Mu will celebrate with ULM School of Nursing during their 50th Anniversary Celebration. L. Sabin will contact Peg Edwards and will also begin to write the history of Lambda Mu Chapter. The NewsStar has already advertised congratulations for Lambda Mu’s Chapter Key Award.

A. Sally Brooks, Faculty Counselor, presented ULM new student inductees. These inductees were approved by all members present.
B. Kathy Davenport, Faculty Counselor, presented the community member nominee. These nominees were approved by all members present.
